
 
 

Dimdim API Documentation 

 

Dimdim provides an open web based integration point which can be used to start any Dimdim web 

meeting from within an existing web application. Users of the existing web application would be able 

start/join Dimdim meeting from the web application. Such users may or may not be registered Dimdim 

users. 

Note: Dimdim credentials can be obtained by registering on the Dimdim website. 

Below are the details of the various integration scenarios: 

Start Meeting Scenarios 

Integration Scenario 1:  

1. User gives Dimdim credentials and directly wants to start the Dimdim meeting 

URL: www.hostname:port/portal/start.action?name=user&password=pwd 

On successful authentication the browser is redirected to a meeting with users setting that are present in 

portal 

In case of unsuccessful authentication a jsp page containing the error in form of json is returned 

Parameter description

Name of the Action 

 
?name=sample.user 

User Name of registered Dimdim user. 

 
&password=sample.password 

Password of registered Dimdim user. 

 

Note: hostname can be a host name or IP Address of the Dimdim Web Meeting Portal. 

Integration Scenario 2:  

User gives Dimdim credential and wants a json response back 

URL: www.hostname:port/portal/start.action?name=user&password=pwd&response=json 

On successful authentication a json response is returned which contains meeting start url, this can be set 

to window on client side so that a meeting is started. the json response in this case looks like

In case of unsuccessful authentication the json response will look like

In this json success:"false" indicates an error condition where as success:"true" indicates success in

This is the name of the action  

 
?name=sample.user 

Here the name is given as ñsample.userò 
which will be the username that the user 
is given at the time of account creation 

 
&password=sample.password 

Here the password is given as 
ñsample.passwordò which will be the 
password that the user is given at the time 
of account creation 

 
&response=json 

Here the way the response has to be sent 
is mentioned, if the value is json, server 
sends out json response. 

 

 

 

Integration Scenario 3:  

User gives no parameters and meeting is started with default settings 

URL: www.hostname:port/portal/start.action 

The browser is redirected to a meeting with default Dimdim meeting settings. 

 

Integration Scenario 4:  

User gives no parameters and wants a json response back 

URL: www.hostname:port/portal/start.action?response=json 

A json response is returned which contains meeting start url, this can be set to window on client side so 

that a meeting is started. The json response in this case looks like

Integration Scenario 5: 

User does not give credentials but gives certain meeting settings specified in the below table. A meeting 

is started with user given settings, in case the user doesnôt give any value for a setting then a default 

value is used. 

URL: www.hostname:port/portal/start.action?hours=1&feedback=XYZ@gmail.com& 

displayname=test&email=XYZ@dimdim.com&confname=testmeet&confkey=111 

In this a meeting will be started which will last for an hour and feedback will be sent to XYZ@gmail.com 

meeting organizers display name will be ñtestò and email will XYZ@dimdim.com and the conference 

name will be ñtestmeetò and conference key is ñ111ò

This is the meeting key that is used.

Integration Scenario 6: 

User does not give credentials but gives all meeting settings specified in the below table. A meeting is 

started with user given settings.

www.hostname:port/portal/start.action?hours=1&minutes=30&feedback=XYZ@gmail.com&displayname=

test&email=XYZ@dimdim.com&confname=testmeet&confkey=111&waitingarea=false&network=L&partici

pants=10&mikes=2&returnurl=www.dimdim.com 

In this case a meeting will be started with all the settings specified in this url 

 

 

The following table explains all the parameters. 

Parameter name Optional/ 
Mandatory 

Description 

name  optional Should be picked from the user details 

password optional Initially a password I set at user creation if not 
changed it is that value or if the user has changed it, 
the new password should be used 

response  optional Here the way the response has to be sent is 
mentioned, if the value is json, server sends out json 
response. By default it sends http response 

waitingarea true/false(optional) This setting indicates waiting area should be 
enabled or not 

network L/M/H(optional) This indicates network availability 

hours optional Meeting duration hours 

minutes optional Meeting duration minutes

returnurl optional After meeting browser is redirected to this location 

displayname optional name that is shown in meeting for the presenter 

email optional Email that will be displayed in meeting 

feedback Optional Feedback emails will be sent to this 

confname optional The name of the conference. Default is ñFrom 
Thirdparty Portalò 

confkey optional This is the meeting key that is used. When 
authentication succeeds this is ignored (this will be 
the users room name). If not specified this defaults

Join Scenarios: 

Integration Scenario 1: 

User knows the conference key sometimes referred as meeting key and he wants to join the meeting 

URL: www.hostname:port/portal/join.action?displayname=test&email=XYZ@dimdim.com&confkey=111 

Using this one can join a meeting which is running with conference key as ñ111ò 

Parameter description

Attendee Name 

 
email=XYZ@dimdim.com 
 

Attendee Email ID 

 
confkey=111

Same ñresponse=jsonò can be used in order to get the meeting join url in the form of a json instead of 

redirect. Example usage is

This is the sample response that we get on success

In case of unsuccessful join attempt a sample json like this is returned 

{success:"false",code:"300",dataType:"object",objClass:"Message",data:{text:"There is no meeting

Integration Scenario 2: 

User knows the presenters username and he/she wants to join the meeting 

URL: 

www.hostname:port/portal/join.action?displayname=test&email=XYZ@dimdim.com&presenter=XYZ 

Using this one can join a meeting which is running with conference key as ñ111ò 

Parameter description

Attendee Name 

 
email=XYZ@dimdim.com 
 

Attendee Email ID 

 
presenter=XYZ 
 

Presenter User Name. 

 

 

Same ñresponse=jsonò can be used in order to get the meeting join url in the form of a json instead of 

redirect.
